Micro Fibers Benefits 
Micro Fiber cloths have a surface 

area that is increased by over 16 times, 
creating million of crevices that trap water, 
bacteria and debris; making micro fibers 
one of the most absorbent materials 
available.  The “V” 
shaped edges, less than 
a micron in size scrape 
the surface and collect 
dirt, dust and moisture 
instead of pushing the 
debris around. Debris is 
trapped in the cloth 
fibers and can only be 
released with a 
detergent and water. 
 
Characteristics of 
Micro Fibers 

The two main 
materials used in Micro 
Fiber cleaning cloths. 
Polyester and 
Polyamide (6th 
generation of nylon). 
This makes the product 
basically plastic.  We all know that plastic 
scratches.  This is true in most cases, 
however, once the fibers have been split 16 
times, their density is reduced and they 

become soft, pliable and will not scratch. 
The polyester is the scrubbing material, 
while the polyamide is the absorbing agent. 
Most of the Micro Fibers available are an 

80/20 mix. 80% scrubbing, 
20% absorbing; able to 
absorb 7 times their weight in 
water. Bike Brite Micro 
Fibers, on the other hand are 
formulated in a 70/30 ratio, 
making them softer and able 
to absorb an amazing 8 times 
their weight in water.
